MATTERS ARISING:

(a) "The People Next Door" Campaign -
Name of Leader Group Leaders  Miss Yungman.
Each Church now has the names of two Group Leaders and should be able to put into the field a total of 8 groups Captain Hornby stated that the Salvation Army would participate in the Campaign.
Father Backhouse asked for a further supply of leaflets and Mr.Cook said that these could be ordered direct.
B)   "Christian Aid" Programme - Mr.Cook said that the week reserved
for this, would be in May,1967, and he would like to receive the full backing of the Churches in this venture.
Father Backhouse said that being committed to the work of Oxfam made it difficult to take part in the other.
Father Backhouse asked what was the programme with regard to 'Christian Aid' and Mr.Cook replied| that it was a united act of Christian Service. During the week, the distribution and collection of envelopes would be carried out. On one evening we should organise a 'get together' to discuss Christian Aid. Father Backhouse then asked if he could take this back to his Church Meeting in January,1967.

Miss Youngman suggested that 10 committed people should display window bills with a simple message, but after discussion, it was decided to leave this matter until the next Meeting.
